	Special Procedures for Reporting to TRACEN
	All “A” School Students must check in at Horsley Hall regardless of the hour they arrive.  The MAA or DMAA staff at the front desk will endorse your orders and issue your room key. Because of travel delays on Sunday, it is highly encouraged to travel on Saturday.
Coast Guard Uniform Regulations, including grooming standards, are strictly enforced at Training Center Petaluma. You may be in civilian attire when first checking in at TRACEN Petaluma.  You are, however, expected to report for your first day of class in the uniform of the day, which is prescribed by each school. Please contact Horsley Hall MAA Staff for further information (707) 765-7500.
If you are being assigned to TRACEN Petaluma as a permanent party member and you are checking in M-F 0800-1500, report to the Customer Service Center (CSC) in the uniform of the day, normally Tropical Blue Long, but verify with your sponsor. 	Petaluma, California is 7 miles from the Training Center and has a population of 54,000. Rohnert Park is 12 miles from the Training Center and has a population of 42,000. Santa Rosa is 22 miles from the Training Center and has a population of 147,000.


	Name of nearest military facility and distance:
	The nearest military facility is Travis Air Force Base located in Fairfield, California. It is approximately 60 miles east of the Training Center.  They have a large Exchange and are open Mon-Thu 0900-2100/ Fri-Sat 0900-2200/ Sun 0900-1900.  The contact number for the Exchange is (707) 437- 4633.  
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	Location of nearest exchange
	There is a small Exchange, Mini Mart, Gas Station, Coffee Shop and Subway on board the TRACEN. The Exchange carries uniform clothing and accessories, housewares, electronics, greeting cards, jewelry, gift ware, clothing and tobacco products. Services include UPS shipping, film developing; flowers by wire, and AT&T prepaid calling cards. The Mini Mart is similar to a convenience store. 	Horsley Hall MAA Staff, or School to which assigned during normal business hours. After 1600, please ask for the Duty MAA or if it is an emergency the OOD.

	Any other information a newly arriving member should know:
	While aboard TRACEN you must have in your possession the following items in order to register your vehicle: 

Proof of Auto Insurance. You are required to have liability coverage on your vehicle. If you do not have proof of insurance in your possession or do not have insurance you will not be allowed to drive your vehicle on or off the base. You will be required to park your vehicle next to the base police building until you can show proof of insurance. The state of California requires you to maintain insurance to drive, that includes vehicles registered outside of California.

Vehicle Registration. The vehicle does not need to be registered in your name, but your name must appear on the insurance policy. You will need a copy of the Rental Car agreement.

The Petty Officer Indoctrination Program consists of classes in wellness, career development, and leadership.  Liberty is restricted to all students until they successfully graduate from the Petty Officer Indoctrination Program.
