Sector Columbia River, co-located with Air Station Astoria, is located in Warrenton, OR, nestled in between the beautiful mountain ranges of Oregon and Washington.  The base is within a couple of hours from Mount St. Helens, Mount Hood and Mount Rainier.  There are plenty of outdoor activities to keep one occupied (i.e., hunting, fishing, hiking, skiing, etc.) There are two local hospitals to take care of most any medical needs.  Clatsop Community College is located in downtown Astoria for those looking to further their education.  The town of Astoria is an old, interesting small town with lots of historical sites to see.  When reporting out of Basic Training, you can expect to be assigned to Group Engineering.  They take care of base maintenance and the local housing, and stand Response Petty Officer beeper duty.
