Typical Job Assignments for E-2’s  & E-3’s: Typical assignment’s for E-2’s and E-3’s will include Communications Watch Standing, Boat Crewmember duties, weekly training, daily maintenance on machinery and the Station’s assets.
Duty Rotation: Station Juneau’s Duty Rotation is a Port and Starboard with sliding weekends. This means that you will stand duty two days, then have two days off.  Sliding weekends mean that if you have duty on a Friday, then you have duty for three days.  If you have Friday off then you have three days off.

Procedures for Reporting After Hours: Your Sponsor or the Station’s OOD will ensure you will have someone to meet you at the Juneau International Airport or Juneau Ferry Terminal in Auke Bay (15 Miles from the Station). 

Personal Storage Space:  None 

Uniform of the Day: Typical uniform worn during work hours are ODU’s; while underway on the Station boats, Dry suits are worn.
Recommended items in addition to full sea bag:  Warm waterproof shoes and/or rain boots are highly recommended because of Juneau’s wet environment; rugged rain gear and insulated underwear are also recommended. Also, you may want to bring outdoor equipment for Hiking and/or other outdoor activities.

Additional Information: 

Contact Station Juneau as soon as you have received your orders. We request that you contact us while you are on leave. The Station will make arrangements to meet you at the Airport or provide you with directions from the Ferry to the Station on your day of arrival. 

Juneau is an isolated community. The only two ways to get to Juneau are by Airplane or by the Alaska Marine Highway System (AMHS) Ferry. The flight from Seattle is a 2-3 hour flight. The Seattle to Juneau flight is usually non-stop, unless you get booked on the more scenic flight making various stops in Southeast. The AMHS Ferry departs from Bellingham, WA and it is a 3-day boat ride to Juneau making ports of call in Ketchikan, Wrangell, Petersburg and lastly Juneau. The trip on the Ferry is beautiful, but provide yourself with plenty of reading material. It rains a lot in Juneau and the weather may prevent you from arriving at the airport at the scheduled time. If this happens ensure that you contact the Station and let either the OOD or the XPO know.

Your first 6 months at Station Juneau will be very busy. You will be overwhelmed with qualification dates and new surroundings. Meeting these qualification dates can seem very challenging, but remember your shipmates are here to help you, so don’t hesitate to ask questions if you request help with something. There will be a lot of information provided to you that we expect you to study and absorb, so apply yourself and be prepared to learn. Study time is provided daily after 1500, plan on digging into the books for a couple of hours a day. You will be assigned an instructor that will task you with assignments and expect you to complete them promptly. This is so you will be on track and will not go over your date. He or She will also be a mentor if you have questions. Don’t feel as if you will not have any fun though. Station Juneau organizes a Moral event every Month. This is a good chance for you to meet your shipmates on a more friend-to-friend basis. 

Like most small communities, Juneau will seem a bit isolated when you first arrive, but you will find that it is one of the most beautiful and exciting places in the world! Juneau provides some interesting nightlife for all newcomers, if you are not 21 however, Juneau still offers a great atmosphere to grow and experience new things. Juneau in the summertime is teeming with new faces from all different parts of the world. Cruise ships regularly come into port, and downtown Juneau is alive with action. Summer activities are offered with guided hikes, salmon bakes, mountain bike rides, river rafting, kayaking, The Golden North Salmon Derby, and some of the most beautiful Glaciers you have ever seen. Winter activities include snowmobiles, and great snowboarding and skiing at Eagle Crest. The local Coast Guard club in Juneau is The Buoy Deck. This Coast Guard Club is a fun hang out with a wonderful atmosphere to meet new people, both Officers and Enlisted. The Buoy Deck also offers a wide variety of menu options for any taste you crave. Just remember the drinking age in Alaska is 21 and it will be strictly enforced.

Is it Advisable to Bring Dependents Along When Reporting? Boot camp graduates rarely receive orders to an over seas unit for their first tour. If you do receive orders be sure you communicate it to your sponsor, we can work it out. Just remember your first 6 months are going to be stressful and will require your full attention.

A Junior Member’s Description of the Area, Job and Other Points of Interest:

      Your first couple of days here will be your check-in.  It consists of basic familiarization of the facilities. You will also receive gear for your duties.  There is quite a bit of paperwork that will get you entered into the CG systems.  From there you will begin your break-in process. For two weeks you will work on you watch stander qualifications. This is a highly important job that will leave you responsible for the radio communication between our vessels and the public in distress. Next, you will work on 45’ RBM and 25’ RBS qualifications. On average, this takes 3 months to complete. This will be the most challenging task in your apprenticeship. Be prepared to come in on your days off and giving up a lot of your free time to accomplish this goal.  The qualification is self-paced and requires a lot of initiative to get accomplished on time. When you finish this, it will be one of the most satisfying accomplishments of your billet here. The people here are extremely knowledgeable and know their stuff if you ask, but you have to ask. When you are not on watch or studying, maintenance on the boats is completed, and when a case comes in on the radio, we do the rescuing. 

   The summer months are the busy search and rescue and law enforcement season. The winter cases are few and far between, but tend to be the ones where we are truly tested and needed. The town of Juneau is the third largest in Alaska, but has no roads connecting it to the rest of the world.  It is not as nearly remote as it sounds though.  We have two movie theatres, two malls, junior college, along with a plethora of tourist shops in the summer. The time you spend here will be some of the toughest and most rewarding you will ever spend. You will not regret this being your first unit in the Coast Guard, Good Luck! 
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
