Assigned to Deck Force you will be painting the cutter, assisting in the maintenance of deck equipment and gear, assisting in updating of charts and navigational manuals, standing In Port OOD, navigation watch as Quartermaster of the Watch and Boatcrew Member on the small boats and cutter.  You will also qualify as ATON Tech, Rigger, and Crane Operator.    

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT:
Assigned to the Engineering Department you would be assisting the in the maintenance of the engineering 
machinery including portable pumps, damage control equipment, and the small boat’s.  You will qualify as 
In Port OOD, Boatcrew Member.  You will also qualify as ATON Tech, Rigger, and Crane Operator.  

IN PORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION:
BAYBERRY stands a 1 in 4 rotation until qualified boatcrew, once qualified you will be placed in the 
regular rotation of 1 in 6 depending on total qualified In Port OOD’s qualified personnel.

While underway you will stand Quartermaster of the Watch (QMOW) responsible for the underway logs 
and lookout duties.  When not standing QMOW you will be working on the buoy deck.

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE FOR FA/FN:
While underway you will stand Engineer of the Watch (EOW) responsible for engineering rounds of the 
cutter.  When not standing EOW you will be working on the buoy deck.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

USCGC BAYBERRY’s AOR extends from the North Carolina – South Carolina border 115 miles to Emerald Isle North Carolina.  BAYBERRY’s AOR comprises 115 miles of Atlantic Inter Coastal Waterway, 06 Shallow Draft Inlets, Cape Fear River, New River, and misc. small waterways.  BAYBERRY is responsible for maintaining 759 separate Aids to Navigation (584 Primary, 66 Secondary, 109 Private).  The dynamic waters of North Carolina present constant shoaling and shifting channels; creating hazardous inlets requiring constant attention.  BAYBERRY crew works in conjunction with the Army Corp of Engineers in maintaining these inlets and constantly establishing new safe channels.    


BAYBERRY is co-located with Station Oak Island, NC.  The unit has a large shop/storage area and also maintains a buoy yard on property.

JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIPTION OF UNIT:
Whether a junior Petty Officer or Non-Rate; a member of the CGC BAYBERRY can expect dynamic responsibility unlike that of other units in the Coast Guard. In addition to a 65’ inland buoy tender the unit simultaneously operates as an ANT. This paring of units provides for a large workload, and every member is essential to the completion of missions. Day-to-day the unit’s routine is subject to change at a moment’s notice. Cutter and small boat maintenance, discrepancy responses, u/w trips, and training make up the unit’s workload and often provides for little downtime.

When not at work the location of the unit provides the member many recreational activities to occupy ones’ time.  Beach going, fishing, and other outdoor activities are available and easily accessible.
