ANY OTHER INFO A NEWLY ARRIVING APPRENTICE NEEDS TO KNOW:
First – Station Hatteras is in a remote location.  The nearest fast food, Wal-Mart etc is over an hour away.  It is recommended that you have a vehicle when reporting to the station due to the remote nature of the area.  If you are arriving by airplane, you will be picked up at the Norfolk International, by one of our station’s personnel.  Directions to the station if arriving by vehicle are as follows:

Follow the major interstate to Highway NC 64 East, at Whale Bone Junction in Nags Head, NC, take Highway NC 12 south to Hatteras, NC.  Follow Highway NC 12 to the end, which is approx. 60 miles, to Hatteras Village and the CG Station will be the right next after the ferry terminal.

When reporting aboard STA Hatteras, from TRACEN Cape May, your first week will be primarily checking in.  From there you will be working on becoming watchstander qualified.  You will stand 8+ hours of watch a day for two weeks. The first week will be 0545 to 1445 and the second week will be 1200-2000. After watchstander qualified, you will start on 47’ MLB boatcrew qualifications.  While in this process you will be standing a Port and Starboard rotation.  Station Hatteras is a large station with 48 members attached.  Station Ocracoke Small is also part of this unit and we use the same crews for both Station responses’. You will stand duty at both Stations. Although you may live on Ocracoke Island it is recommended that you live on Hatteras Island. Most of the Station personnel live in Hatteras, Frisco or Buxton. The area in which we are stationed is semi-isolated with many volunteering opportunities such as, - Big Brother / Big Sister Programs, volunteer fire departments and rescue squad, tutoring at the local school and coaching a variety of sports for the community center.  Cape Hatteras is a major tourist location in the summer time and with the increase of people, there come’s an increase in our mission.
