UNIT MISSION: 

Industrial Support Activities (ISA) St. Louis is one of eleven ISAs in the Coast Guard and is centrally located in St. Louis, Missouri.  The men and women of ISA St. Louis proudly provide a variety of engineering, electrical, and mechanical services to nearly 50 Coast Guard units in 22 different states throughout America 's heartland. They are also the largest manufacturer of day boards (navigational aids) in the Coast Guard.  They provide intermediate and depot level maintenance to 18 Coast Guard river tenders, repair team (RT) shore facility maintenance and repairs. 
ISA St Louis is located on a U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) facility along the Mississippi waterfront at the foot of Arsenal Street.  This facility includes a 22,000 sq ft multi-purpose shop facility and a 225’ wharf and floating dock both built in 2000 after the old Base St. Louis was lost during the 1993 floods.  A small prefabricated building was added in 2006 to provide a fitness center for division personnel.  The Coast Guard also has use of two large storage buildings, approximately 3 acres of paved storage and work areas, and parking under a long term, 25-year permit with the USACE.  The shop building provides admin space equipped with standard workstations and Coast Guard Data Network connectivity and with varied shop equipment needed to carry out vessel support and day board manufacturing services.  

Other large equipment critical to industrial operations include fork lifts, mobile cranes, two installed cranes on the wharf, trailers to carry tools and equipment needed for deployable reconstruction teams, and a tractor trailer used to ship aids to navigation components throughout the area of responsibility.
