









SERVICES


The United States Coast Guard Training Center Cape May Fire Department is established through the Department of Homeland Security and the United States Coast Guard. It provides fire and emergency services supporting the mission of Training Center Cape May.  The USCG FD provides technical consultant services, promotes aggressive fire prevention and education programs and maintains a professional fire suppression\rescue force to protect Coast Guard resources from loss from fire.











CUSTOMERS


The United States Coast Guard Training Center Cape May Fire Department provides fire and emergency services for approximately 500 permanent party military, civilians, contractors and approximately 4,500 recruits annually. TRACEN has entered into mutual aid agreements with The City of Cape May, West Cape May, Cape May Point, Erma, Townbank, Villas, Wildwood Crest, Vigorous, Dependable, Finback, Mako and Cape May County for fire and hazardous materials responses. 











Capabilities


Our current vehicle inventory consists of two Class "A" Engines, one Rescue vehicle, two command & control vehicles and a hazardous materials response trailer. 








PERSONNEL


The TRACEN Fire Department currently is authorized and manned at seventeen (17) personnel. Five (5) of the positions are federal civil service and twelve (12) are military positions. 





OPERATIONS


The Training Center Fire Department responds on average to 1,100 emergencies annually involving fires, hazardous material releases, rescues, EMS and other calls for service that are within the department’s organizational scope. 








TRAINING


All Firefighters assigned to the Training Center Fire Department are certified to Telecommunicator I/II, Firefighter I/II, Hazardous Materials Technician, Driver Pumper Operator, Emergency Medical Technician and Confined Space Rescue Technician through the Department of Defense Firefighter Certification Program and International Fire Service Accreditation Congress (IFSAC).
