The Coast Guard is upgrading its 18 
HC-144As to improve mission effec-
tiveness and situational awareness 
through the Ocean Sentry Refresh 
project. Each aircraft will receive a 
new cockpit control and display unit, 
used in flight management as the pri-
mary avionics computer for communi-
cation control, navigation and equip-
ment monitoring. Upon completion, 
each aircraft is redesignated as an 
HC-144B.

The service is also integrating the 
Navy’s Minotaur mission system archi-
tecture across its fixed-wing aircraft 
fleet. The Minotaur integration pro-
cess for the prototype HC-144B began 
at Naval Air Station Patuxent River, 
Maryland, in July 2016.

In combination with the C-27J Spartan, 
the HC-144 Ocean Sentry provides 
maritime patrol capabilities as part of 
the Coast Guard’s medium range sur-
veillance aircraft fleet.
