The Un ited States Coast Guard Cutter Jarvis, the eleventh such vessel 
built by Avondale Shipyards, Inc., is named for Captain David H. Jarvis, 
U. S. Revenue Cutter Service. Jarv is, as Lieutenant in charge of a 1500 
mile overland expedition across frozen seas and snow clad mountains 
brought relief to a whal ing fleet of 10 sh ips and 300 men who were cau ght 
in ice in the Artie Ocean. For this heroic deed , Jarvis was awarded a Gold 
Medal of Honor by Special Act of Congress.
