CUTTER "BIBB" MAKES SPECTAC­
ULAR RESCUE OF PLANE 

"BltRMUDA SKY QUEEN" 

The Const Guard Cutter George M. 
Bibb, while occupyIng n weather patrol 
station in mid-Atlantic, on October 14 
found itself at the scene ot the emer­
gency lnnding of the American flying 
bont Bermuda Sky Queen, and wns able 
to successfully perform on~ of the most 
spectncuTnr of recent sen l·escnes. 
This wns not n chance meeting ot dis­
tressed aircrnft nnd rescue shiP. tor 
the Btbb wns on her station by design, 
carrying Qut nn assignment which was 

' n part of the obligation nssumed by the 
United States under the International 
Civil Aviatlon Ol·gnnlzntion. The cap­
tnill of the plnne knew at the Bibb and 
her position and, according to early 
reports, returned to the vicinity when it 
became apparent that a rapidly dlmin­
isbing fuel supply would not cnrry bls 
cruft to lnnd. 

The officers nnd crew of the Bibb 
through skillful seamanship for which 

. tbe Canst Guard lias always been noted, 
were nble to remove nIl o·t. the passengers 
nnd crew at. the ditched plane with no 
loss at lite and only minor injuries. 
The rescue operations conducted dur­
ing bigh w4lds and stormy sens, ex­
tended o\,er parts of 2 days. 

The rescue operations conducted by 
tbe Bibb were cnrried out by means at 
rafts nnd small boats, the cutter taclU­
toting the work by the discharge ot all 
and constant maneuvering to form n lee 
t.or the plane. Passengers of the Ber­
m.uda Sky Queen were firs~ embarked 

in a rubber raft inflated by the plnne's 
crew, and in this terrled a sllort dis­
tnllce to smnll boats from the Cut ter 
lJibb. A second transfer was made ' 
from the sinall boats to the cutter itself. 
The rubber· life ' raft wns an essential 
pIece of equipment In this rescue, as . 
bonts, could not safely approach the · 
plane in the hea,'Y sens. The com­
mnnuing officer of the Bibb Is Capt. Pnul 
Cronk, USCG, , 
, After des troying the plnne as a men­
ace to navigntion the Bi.bb pr~eded to 
Boston. The American owned plane, 
makIng n chartered flight, bad taken ott 
from Foynes, Irelao/I, and was sched­
uled to make its first landing at Gnnder, 
~ewfoundlnnd. 

The cutter· Bibb was bullt nt the 
Navy Yard, Charleston, S. C., and 
lnunchoo in 1937, being commiss!oned. 
the same year. The' shlp Is 327 feet in 
lengtrI, ,,;ith a uraft of 12% f~-et, nnd 
hns n normal crew of 16 officers and 
107 enlisted men.

. FlI's t assignments at the Bibb after 
her commlssioning wns to the Fifth 
Coast Guard DIstriCt, with Norfolk as 
her home pott. In 1038 the ship made 
a special practice crdlse with cadets 
from th~ Coast Guard A$ademy, nod in 
1939 spent nbout 3 months on temporary 
duty with the Navy, engaging in jolnt 
maneuvers. Later that year the Bibb 
joined n destroyer' squndron for the 
assistance at shipping In the North At­
lantic. In the 'v:lnt~r bt 1939 it was a . 
part of the Grand B'n,pks' Patrol. In ' 
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February 1040, the Bibb inaugurated the 
Atlantic weather patrol, taking up stu. 
tlon til 35°3S' north latitude and 58°21' 

' west longitude. During 1940 nnd 1941 
much of her time was spent on weather 
pntrol. 

In 1942 the Bibb was cruising and 
doing convoy duty in the North Atlantic 
as n part of the Atlantic Fleet. It made 
'numerous underwater sound contacts, 
and dropped appropriate depth charges. 
Once two other ships in the same convoy 
were sunlc by enemy nction. 

On September 24, 1942, 61 8ur\'1\'ol'8 
were brought aboard the Bibb, tilen 
under command of Commnnder Walfred 
G. Bloom, USCG. They were members 
of the crew of the S. S. PemJlar , wblch 
was-.tol·pedoj d about 60 hom's before. 
A~o plefeg.uv B ~pl'vlvql'S from the S. S. 
7'mme8~e~. All survivors ,were given 
food,..blankets, and medical care. Dur· 
ing tbe remainder of tbe year there were 

' other submnrine reports, and depth 
charges were dropped. I 

By. February of 1943 the Bibb )lfld 
acquired .fl world-wide reputation for 
givlngl succor to survivors of enemy 
action, . Settinl; out for convoy duty 
on FebruaTY ,1. tlle Bibb hod several 
indications of enemy submarines in the 
vIcinity during the first week of the 
month, . 

On 'f.'ebrllnry 7, 19:J3, the Bibb, COlU­
mander Roy L. Rnney', ,'USCG, com­
mandlng: ,.begnn tnklng nbo'urd survl­
"ors of ·the .S. IS. Hcm'V S. Mallorv. 
Resclle opel'Rtlons continued With fev­
erish pace throughout the forenoon 
durIng which time 202 survivors wel'e 
taken from lifebonts und ruf'ts, The 
same afternoon 33 ndditional survivors 
from the GrecI{ S, S. TCalUopi were 

. brought aboard, making u tot.al of 235 
tor the day, 

This dote was n record day for rescue 
work' at sea, \Vltb heavy seas and 
such numbers of persons in the water 
to be rescued, the crew of the Bibb 
were taxed to tbe limit of thelT skills 
and strength. Because of hea,y .seas, 
only two or three rafts could be seen 
at a time"and there was every r eason 
to e::-""Pedlte tbe WOrk since some men 
' (wounded by ijle explosion) bad al­
ready dIed on the rafts. 

Next day another ship in the area 
WRS reported tarpedoed. Sound con­
tacts caused the Bibb to drop n pattern 
of depth charges which resulted in an 
all allcle , 

On March 1 and March 5 the Bibb's 
gUDS sank fioatlng mlpes, On the 2d 
and 8t~ · the Bibb receIved m"essnges ' 

concerning ships torpedoed in the At· 
loutlc. On the 8th a suhmarine wns 
sigh fed on the surface ' by an alUed 
vessel close by. On March 9, another 
altip in the convoy repol'ted a torpedo 
crossed hel' bow. On the snme dny 
the Bibb sighte(l n sub on the surfnce 
several mUes awn)', and later in the 
day proceeded to screen the S. S, Alel­
,'08e Abbey as she p i cl~ed up survIvors 
from nnother tOl'}ledoc!l ship. ~ 

On March 10, the Bibb, Commander 
Roy L. Ranel', USCG, .commanding, ;1'C­
celved word that two other ships hnd 
been torpedoed. The same day the 
Bibb rescued three sUI'vlvors from the 
torpedoed S. S, Oou.l11lon~ und two sur­
vivors from the S, S, BOlwevUle, Same 
dny the Bibb proceeded to the assistance 
of S, S. RoseH:ood reported sinking, but 
di<l not find this shIp due to storm and 
darkness. 

Next day (March 11) the Bibb sighted 
the" stern of a tanker tho t had been 
torpedoed, nnd began senrch for sur· 
vi,"ors, ' 

Ou Mnrch 12 the Bibb Sighted the bow 
of n tnnker. Later In the same day 
sighted and identified aD abandoned 
ship as S. S. 'Ooulm01·c. 
, Doing convoy duty in, :April 1943, the 

Bibb wade Ull'ee attnclcs with depth 
charges following probable sub contacts. 
Numerow, slmllal' actions In May, one 
of which followed the sighting of a peri_ 
scope 011 the Cnsnblnuca route. 

In June of 19J3 thCl'e werc probable 
sub sound contncts on the 15th and 21st, 
resulting in dropping charges aud mak­
~ng emerg~J1Cy turns. 

Tile Bi.bb reported heavy oil and 
deJJl'ls following the dropping of a pat­
tel'll of ' chnrges 011 July 9, 1943. 011 
f5alUl>les were taken from the wntel' that 
day, Qnd another ship In the convoy 
Ored on a surface target. Dozens of 
such detalls In the Bibb's record show 
the frequency of the submarine activi­
ties with . reference to the convoy of 
whicb the Bibb was n vart. 

The year 1944 marked the continua­
tion of the Bibb's work in convoy. 
'VhlIe escorting to North Africa in July 
1044,' the Bibb underwent an enemy nir 
nttnck with protection .from her smoke 
screen. 

Altogethet' the .Bibb mode R. .fine con­
tribution to the allied war effort in the 
AUantic aDd the Mediterranean, Her 
routine activities consisted of seeking 
ont and flghtlng enemy submarines, and 
performing convoy duty. Her most 
spectacular achievements consisted of 
the rescue of sUl'vlvOl'S from ships sunk 
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or ~lalDaged by enemy torpedoes, and 
her rescue at 235 persons in 1 day Is 
the high US-Itt of the Bibb wartime 
history. 

After a fine war record in the Atlantic 
and s?rue refitting and repairs, the Bibb 
mo\'eil into the PacHlc where she also 
gave a good account of herself. 

In February 1045, en route to Pearl 
Hnrbol' the B 'ibb went to the assistance 
of the Na""auufI8ctt, and took a clr:r<.lock 
In tow for 3 days. 

Al'l'ivlog In the PaCific battle zones 
lnte in the war. th is cutter missed the 
e81'lIer thrusts, but swung Into battle 
action nt Okinawa, She spent most of 
her time during Oklnawll operation 10 
a barbor at Kernmn Rbetto and wns an 
almost constant target for Japanese 

, suicide planes, DurIng the operation 
she WDS subjected to some 55 nIl' ralds. 
On .Tulle 21 shortly after 1830 two J ap­
anese planes flying low entel'ed n bUnd 
appl'oncb to the hal'bor , Tbe ftL'st plnne 
cL'ol-'l.hed Into a ship anchored 300 yards 
off the port s ide of the Biba, The other 
plnne circling hIgh, came In for a dh'e 
on a ship 000 yards off ller port side, 
The gun CL'ews on the cutter Bibb and 
two other vessels opened :tll'e and 
downed the plnne lus t before it crashed 
Into Its Intended target, During nu­
merous raills the guns of the Bibb fired 
on the attackel's, amI helped drive them 
out of range.
