Orleans, LA, Judge Curley’s jurisdiction spans 26
states, including the Gulf of Mexico coastline from
Florida to Mexico, the adjacent offshore waters, and
the inland waterways of the Mississippi, Ohio,
Missouri, Illinois, and Tennessee River Systems.

In 2013, Judge Curley was appointed as an Administrative Law Judge for the Social
Security Administration in Paducah KY, primarily hearing and deciding cases for
individuals seeking disability benefits. In 2014, he transferred to Lawrence, MA
where he remained until his current appointment.
