1. No flag may be issuedunlessa completedapplicationform has
beenreceived(38 U.S.C.901). The personfilling out the application
muststateunderltem 7, "Relationshipto DeceasedWhetherhe/shels:
(a) A relative, and degreeof relationship (e.g., "Brother"); (b) the
funeral director; (c) a representativeof a veterans’' or other
organizationhaving chargeof the burial (e.g.,"TheAmericanLegion";
(d) other personhaving a knowledgeof the facts, and acting in the

interest of the deceased or his/her family (e.g., "Friend"; "Det. Clerk").

2. Oneof the letteredconditionslisted in Item 4, "Condition Under
Which Veteran Was ReleasedFrom Service" must be evidenced,
normally by a document such as a discharge paper (Form
DD 214), before a flag may be issued.

(a) The phras€'veteranof awar" in ltem 4A requires showingthatthe

deceasedvas in servicein the United Statesarmedforcesduringawar

period. The phrase"Mexican border service" meansactive service
duringthe periodbeginningon Januaryl, 1911,andendingon April 5,

1917, in Mexico, on the bordersthereof, or in the waters adjacent
thereto. The phrase'serviceafter January31, 1955"relatesto veterans
with active military, naval, or air service after the date.

(b) The phras€'underconditionsotherthandishonorable'ln ltems4A,

4B, and4D requiresa showingof dischargeor releaserom activeduty

under honorable conditions. These must be ("Honorable" or

"General") from the indicated period of servicein the United States
armedforces.In the absenceof suchdischargeor releasefrom active
duty under conditions other than dishonorable,there must be a

determinatiorby the Departmenbf VeteransAffairs thatdischargeor

release from active duty was "under conditions other than
dishonorable.”

(c) The phrase in Item 4B "at least one enlistment"is construedto

include service of a commissionedofficer whose service,computed
from date of entranceinto commissionedstatusto date of separation
from service,terminatedunderhonorableconditions,andin all cases,
relates to peacetime service before June 27, 1950.

(d) In Item 4B when the deceasedwas honorably dischargedfor

disability, it maybe assumedhatthe disability was"incurredin line of

duty."

(e) Issueof aflag in in-servicecaseslitem 4C is requiredonly when
deceasedwas interred outside the United states, or remains not

recoveredor whereservicedepartmentannotsupply flag in time for

burial. Explanation should be included under "Remarks."

3. Whenthe applicantis unableto furnish documentaryproof, such
asadischargeunderhonorableconditions("Honorable"or "General”),
an applicationmay be acceptedand a flag issuedwhen statements
madeby a personof establishedcharacterand reputationthat he/she
personallyknows the deceasedo have beena veteranof a war, the
Mexican border service, or of service after January 31, 1955,
dischargedr releasedrom activeduty, underhonorableconditions,or
to havebeena persondischargedrom, or releasedrom activeduty in
the United StatesArmy, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, or Coast
Guardunderhonorableconditionsafter serving at leastone complete
peacetime enlistment, before June 27, 1950, or for

disability incurred in line of duty; or that the deceased was in active
service at the time of death and a flag was not obtainable from a
military or naval establishment in time for burial.

4. Thefollowing classe®f personsareineligible for issueof a burial
flag:
(a) A dischargedor rejecteddraftee,or a memberof the National
Guard, who reportedto campin answerto the President’scall for
World War | service but who, when medically examined,was not
finally accepted for military service.
(b) A personwho wasdischargedrom World War | serviceprior to
November12, 1918, on his/her own application or solicitation, by
reasonof beingan alien, or any persondischargedor alienageduring
a period of hostilities.
(c) A personwho servedwith any of the forcesallied with the United
Statesin anywar, eventhougha United Statescitizen, if he/shedid not
serve with the United States armed forces.
(d) A personinductedfor training and servicewho, before entering
uponsuchtraining andservice wastransferredo the EnlistedReserve
Corps and given a furlough.
(e) A former temporarymemberof the United StatesCoast Guard
Reserve.
(f) A reservistwho servedonly on active duty for training unless
he/shewas disabled or died from a diseaseor injury incurred or
aggravated in line of duty.

5. Flags will not be issued subsequento burial, except where
circumstancesenderit impossibleto obtaina flag in time to drapethe
casketof a deceased/eteranprior to final interment. The applicant
must personallysign the applicationandinclude (under"Remarks")a
statemenexplainingthe circumstancepreventingthe requestingof a
burial flag prior to final interment.

6. Theflag will bedisposedf asfollows:
(a) Whenactually usedto drapethe casketof the deceasedt mustbe
deliveredto the next of kin (or to a closefriend or associatavhenno
claim is madeby next of kin) following intermentor inurnment. If
thereis no living relative, or one cannotbe located,and no friend or
associaterequeststhe flag, it must be returned to the nearest
Department of Veterans Affairs.
(b) Thephrase'next of kin," for the purposeof disposingof the flag,
is definedasfollows with preferenceo entitlementin the orderlisted
below:

(1) Widow or widower

(2) Children, according to age (minor child may be issued a flag on

application signed by guardian).

(3) Parents, including adoptive, stepparents, and foster parents

(4) Brothers or sisters, including brothers or sisters of the halfblood

(5) Uncles or aunts

(6) Nephews or nieces

(7) Others - cousins, grandparents, etc.
(c) The phrase"close friend or associate"meansany personwho
establisheby evidencethathe/shewasa closefriend or anassociatef
the deceased.

USE OF THE FLAG

1. This flag is issued on behalf of the Department of
Veterans Affairs to honor the memory of one who has
served our country.

2. When used to drape the casket, the flag should be
placed as follows:

(a) Closed Casket - When the flag is used to drape a
closed casket, it should be so placed that the union (blue
field) is at the head and over the left shoulder of the
deceased.

(b) Half Couch (Open) - When the flag is used to drape a
half-couch casket, it should be placed in three layers to
cover the closed half of the casket in such a manner that
the blue field will be the top fold, next to the open portion of
the casket on the deceased’s left.

(c) Full Couch (Open) - When the flag is used to drape a
full-couch casket, it should be folded in a triangular shape
and placed in the center part of the head panel of the
casket cap, just above the left shoulder of the deceased.

3. During a military commitment ceremony, the flag which
was used to drape the casket is held waist high over the
grave by the pallbearers and, immediately after the
sounding of "Taps," is folded in accordance with the
illustration below.

4. Folding the flag (see illustration below):

5. The flag should not be lowered into the grave or
allowed to touch the ground. When taken from the
casket, it should be folded as shown (see illustration).

6. The flag should form a distinctive feature of the
ceremony of the unveiling of a statue or monument, but it
should never be used as a covering for the statue or
monument.

7. The flag should never be fastened, displayed, used, or
stowed in such a manner as will permit it to be easily torn,
soiled, or damaged in any way.

8. The flag should never have placed upon it, nor any
part of it, nor attached to it, any mark, insignia, letter,
word, figure, design, picture, or drawing of any nature.

9. The flag should never be used as a receptacle for
receiving, holding, carrying, or delivering anything.

10. The flag, when badly worn, torn, or soiled should no
longer be publicly displayed, but privately destroyed by
burning in such a manner as to convey no suggestion of
disrespect or irreverence.

CORRECT METHOD OF FOLDING THE UNITED STATES FLAG

(a) Fold the lower striped section of the flag over the blue field.
