New E-Tuition Assistance Processing
Please remember that we will officially begin using E-TA on 1 March 2009. This will give everyone plenty of time to establish their accounts with Navy Knowledge Online (NKO) and learn how the system works.  To establish your NKO account, go to https://wwwa.nko.navy.mil/portal/home/   Once you have your NKO log-in/password, you will go to https://eta.cnet.navy.mil  to access the Sailor Tuition Assistance Application.  Email me for a step by step SOP that will guide you through the entire process.
On 1 March 2009 (or now if you are ready) we will be using E-TA exclusively as our primary system for all TA applications including those being submitted by reservists and civilian employees.

The primary candidate is an E-5, but E-4s can also request to be added to the stand-by roster.
CLEP/DSST/Excelsior/DLAB/DLPT/ or ACT/SAT Testing
If you are interested in CLEP/DSST/Excelsior/DLAB/DLPT or ACT/SAT Testing please email me and I can send you a scanned copy of the testing schedule that is offered at NS Mayport.  In most cases you will receive your score report immediately after you finish the exam.  MORE IMPORTANTLY--- CG (active duty) spouses can take CLEP exams for FREE.  Also, in the near future I will be offering CLEP/DSST testing, but the results will take 3 -4 weeks to return.
E-PME AQEs & E-PME Parts of the SWE

You can also order the Study Guide in hard-copy or on a CD-ROM.  To do this, provide your ESO with your employee ID number and the version of the Study Guide you’d like sent to you.

OCS Board Cut-Off Dates
If you plan to apply for an OCS program, please keep this information in mind.  It is your responsibility to plan ahead and meet cut-off dates.  The OCS board schedule message is released in late July every year, so please plan accordingly.  Also www.gocoastguard.com and your Division Chain of Command are the starting points for OCS programs.
Steps for scheduling an OCS Interview:
1.  Work closely with your Division chain of command to complete your OCS package.  The OCS package should be routed via the applicable department head for CO endorsement at least 30 days prior to the ESO pre-board deadline for receiving completed packages.
2.  Contact the ESO to find out when/where the OCS boards will be held and package due dates.  Do not rely solely on the dates published in the OCS board schedule message (the dates are a guide/not firm dates).  
3.  Submit 3 complete OCS packages (copies only) to ESO prior to cut-off to secure an interview spot on set date/time/location.  
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
