MAY SWE Deadline and Process

If you plan to sit for the MAY SWE at Sector Jacksonville, here are the steps to follow:

1.  Meet the 1 FEB 2012 deadline for completing all eligibility requirements for your rate for advancement.  If unsure about specific rate requirements, please discuss this with your Supervisor.
2. Monitor the PPC-ADV webpage and ALCOASTs for the MAY 2012 SWE announcement.  Follow the steps in the MAY 2012 SWE message.  Pay particular attention to cut-off dates for PDE review/correction.  Also note your testing location on the PDE and deadline to change testing location.  Finally your eligibility status.  YOU must make corrections by deadlines in the MAY SWE message.
3. About 3 weeks prior to the MAY SWE the ESO will receive the SWE exams for those that were eligible and have an exam.  All individuals receiving an exam will be contacted to confirm that they plan to sit for the MAY SWE.  Once the list is scrubbed, those testing will receive specific instructions on testing location, test date/time, uniform, and required chit.  The chit is brought to the SWE and signed by supervisor (E7 or above) indicating you have completed all requirements and remain eligible to sit for the SWE.

CLEP/DSST Testing Instructions for Sector AOR:  Active Duty/Reserve and CG Spouses can take CLEP/DSST exams free (first exam) at either NS Mayport or NAS Jax.  All testing is computer-based with instant results.
