NEW - Joint Service Transcript replacing CG Institute transcript, now 24/7 access!

Joint Service Transcript is up and running for all CG members!  Normally to request your CG Transcript you have to submit a form to ESO and wait.  The CG Institute Registrar's Office is moving into a new era of transcript processing. You can retrieve a copy of your completed JST by logging into the JST website at https://jst.doded.mil/smart/welcome.do  You can also request official JST (CG) transcripts from within the JST system.


New Requirements for HS, DC, EM, PA and IV Rates for May 2014 Servicewides
 
More rates have transitioned to the new RPQ/RAT system for advancement! 

New RPQ Standards for all DC, EM, HS, PA and IV pay grades are now available on the Learning Management System (LMS).  To participate in May 2014 SWE, all Active Duty members in these rates shall complete their new RPQ Standards dated May 2014 and RAT for their rating/grade NLT 1 February 2014. To participate in October 2014 RSWE, all Reserve members in these rates must complete their new RPQ Standards dated May 2014 for their rating/grade and RAT NLT 1 July 2014. The actual RAT exams will be available for testing after 1 October 2013. 

Some rates have further core requirements that must be completed by various dates. Please check ALCOAST 326/13 for any requirements/deadlines specific to your rate.

All Reserve and Active (Oct/Nov SWE’s) planning to test should monitor PPC/ADV website http://cgweb.ppc.uscg.mil/adv/  for the RSWE/SWE messages and eligibility spreadsheets. 

Steps for sitting for the Servicewide:

1.  Monitor PPC/ADV website for servicewide messages/eligibility spreadsheets. http://cgweb.ppc.uscg.mil/adv/
2. After the eligibility cut-off (1 JUL reserve and 1 AUG active), monitor DA for updated PDE
3. Review PDE during PDE review period to ensure “eligible” and that SWE Testing location is correct
4. Make PDE corrections during the PDE review period listed in the SWE message
5. Study! If you need course material email ESO your EMPLID and what material you need.
6. Once SWE’s arrive, ESO emails members who have received a SWE with testing location, date/time.
7. Testing day, bring ID card, SWE chit (provided by ESO), wear uniform (Trop/or ODU), and approved items
8. Few days after SWE testing the raw test scores are posted in DA
