Note:  Due to the nature of helicopter flight, approved landing sites must be clear of obstructions for 50 yards in all directions and have a clear 12.5% slope for approach and departure paths.  Because of the hurricane force winds created by the downwash of the helicopter, any loose items in the surrounding area need to be removed or secured to the ground.  It is the responsibility of the requester to ensure that adequate crowd control is provided and that all persons remain clear of the helicopter until the blades have stopped rotating AND are directed to approach the helicopter by the USCG flight crew personnel.
