A Safety Zone for the LMR from the SW Pass Sea Buoy to MM 0.0, extending the entire width of the river has been established to protect persons/vessels from hazards associated with post Hurricane Katrina operations.  All deep-draft vessels are restricted to daylight transits only; A Safety Zone from MM 20 West to MM 177 West, GULF INNER COASTAL WATERWAY, west of the Harvey Locks, extending the entire length of the waterway has been established to protect persons/vessels from hazards associated with Hurricane Rita.

(Per LANTAREA SITREP #3) GICW open to traffic east of Morgan City, LA.  Morgan City west to High Island Bridge (approx. 200 miles) remains closed.  Open from High Island to Galveston and then closed from Galveston to Freeport (approx. 50 miles). Open from Freeport to Brownsville (approx. 260 miles).  VTS Berwick Bay is operational.




PORT & WATERWAY STATUS
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LOOP – Louisiana Offshore Oil Port commenced restart procedures following passage of Rita.  Assessment team arrived at Marine Terminal.  Comms problems, sea state and overflight of pipeline delayed pumping ops until 26SEP.  7 Ships are in port.  LOOP will begin offloading non-HIV tankers on 26SEP. Active clean up or assessment is being conducted by Contractors at most sites categorized as “Major.”  Expect over the next day for classifications to change and possible additions to be made.

HazMat collections ongoing in all  Mississippi and Alabama counties, transported by local fire departments and Incident Command post (ICP) contracted personnel.  Roadside debris is being addressed.  If HazMat is found in debris local EOCs will assess and contact ICP if necessary.  Local EOCs and fire departments are segregating and labeling any HazMat found if it can be left for normal movement. 

Coast Guard, as Vice Chair of the National Response Team, is working with the other 16 federal agencies on the team as well as local, state, and industry to address pollution incidents.  

Anticipate substantial funding will be required from both the Stafford Act (ESF10) and Oil Spill Liability Trust Fund, and Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act .  As long as Stafford Act funding continues then there will be minimal impact on the OSLTF or CERCLA.
