U.S. EPA National Priorities List Update

This bulletin provides the latest Superfund information at the U.S. Coast Guard Yard (Yard).  Our goal is to facilitate open communication with the community and our employees regarding the Yard’s listing on the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) National Priorities List (NPL).  The Yard was designated a Superfund site in 2002 as a result of historical contamination for the 114-yr-old shipyard, not the result of current business practices.  Remediation initiatives to date have removed approximately 98% of the accessible contamination. Remaining remediation activities are expected to be completed by summer 2013.

Remediation Activities Completed to Date:
All necessary remediation activities at these sites have been completed.

Continuing Remediation Activities:
Site #9, soil contamination adjacent to Arundel Cove.  The remediation activities to remove lead contaminated soils began in June, 2010.  To date, 18,664 tons of contaminated soils have been removed from Site #9.  The last phases of the project, which resumed in October 2012, are dredging contaminated sediments in the cove that may have dissipated through the bulkhead and removal of remaining accessible hazardous waste on the site.  Completion of Site #9 remediation project is May 2013.  As at Site #7, some small waste amounts remain under portions of two warehouse buildings which will be monitored.  

Proposed Remedial Action Plan (PRAP) Meeting and Community Advisory Group (CAG) Meeting:
The meetings will be held at the Yard April 24, 2013 at 6:00 PM in Bldg. #27.  The meetings are for all interested citizens, local business leaders, and Yard employees.
