1. REF A provides guidance for reporting incidents of maltreatment to CGIS. This message further clarifies expectations regarding this reporting requirement.
2. Excepting incidents for which a victim has requested and received the restricted reporting option per REF B, Family Advocacy Specialists are required to report all incidents of maltreatment to CGIS. CGIS will subsequently determine whether or not a criminal case investigation will be open.
