Public Health Preparedness: Bioterrorism and Disaster Graduate 
Certificate 

The certificate in public health preparedness is embedded in the master of professional 
studies in homeland security in public health preparedness. The interdisciplinary program 
provides a solid graduate-level education for public health officials, emergency management 
professionals, health care workers, criminal justice and law enforcement personnel, and first 
responders. Successful completion of the certificate will provide a fundamental understanding 
of: 

the principles of hazard analysis and incident management with respect to natural disasters 
as well as chemical, biological, radiological, and nuclear incidents  
disaster readiness planning and coordination  
agricultural safety and biosecurity  
critical infrastructure protection against disaster and terrorist emergencies  
the political, legal, psychological, and social aspects of terrorism and natural disasters  

The 12 credits earned in the public health preparedness certificate may be applied toward the 
33-credit master of professional studies in homeland security public health preparedness 
option.
