HOUSING

All members must complete a CG-5267 and e-mail the completed form to the YN1. The YN1 on currently on board is Courtney Brewer and can be reached at: Courtney.C.Brewer@uscg.mil
Housing for Married Personnel: Privatized housing in the area is very nice and provides a quiet, roomy environment. Government quarters are not available.

NOTE: Transportation Office for delivery of household goods is located on Boca Chica. Telephone number is (305) 293-2973.

All married personnel are authorized to collect BAH and live on the economy if they so desire. Two bedroom houses run in the $1800 to $2200 per month range. Many families choose to live in Navy housing (Privatized Housing). Sigsbee is where most families live. There are townhouses and duplexes from 2 to 4 bedrooms, the Child Development Center, and elementary school, and the commissary/exchange there. Senior enlisted personnel may be assigned to waterfront homes with boat docks when those homes are available. The Navy has both civilian and military living in their housing (Privatized Housing). By Navy policy, the military have priority for assignment to housing and for waterfront housing.

During the summer transfer season a wait of 30-60 days for family housing is possible. More information on Navy housing (Managed by Balfour Beatty) is available through the NASKW website at www.naskw.navy.mil 

You cannot go on the waiting list until you have detached PCS from your last unit. You can go on the list the day you detach if you email an advance application CG 5267, and a copy of your orders to THETIS’ YN1 and form CG-4170A (dependents information record) to the THETIS’ YN1 or the CG Local Housing Officer Gregory Eagle. 

For members E-3 (Single) and below there is a UEPH located at Sector Key West. Members are assigned two per room, and each member has the use of one rack, a desk, wardrobe, night stand, and a common TV stand. The rooms are approximately 270 square ft., and include a closet. There is a TV lounge on the 3rd deck with a big-screen TV, and we are currently renovating the 4th deck for a new game room that will include 3 pool tables, dart boards, and another big-screen TV and stereo system.

If rooms on UEPH are not available for members E-3 and below they will be provided with quarters onboard.
