OTHER MILITARY UNITS IN THE KEY WEST AREA

Coast Guard Sector Key West is a Seventh Coast Guard District unit. Sector Key West’s area of responsibility (AOR) encompasses the area just south of Miami down to the Yucatan Channel. The Sector includes three stations:

· STATION ISLAMORADA 

· STATION MARATHON 

· STATION KEY WEST 

Their missions include search and rescue, maritime law enforcement and aids to navigation. 

Located on Key West are also six (6) Fast Response Cutters (FRCs):

· USCGC CHARLES DAVID JR. (WPC-1107) 

· USCGC CHARLES SEXTON (WPC-1108) 

· USCGC KATHLEEN MOORE (WPC-1109) 

· USCGC RAYMOND EVANS (WPC-1110) 

· USCGC WILLIAM TRUMP (WPC-1111) 

· USCGC ISAAC MAYO (WPC-1112) 

These FRC’s conduct 1 - 2 week patrols followed by a 1 - 2 week inport period. Their missions are maritime law enforcement and search and rescue. 

An Aids To Navigation Team is also in Key West. Their primary mission is to verify that all aids to navigations are functioning properly. This includes, but is not limited to range boards and buoys. 
USCGC MOHAWK (WMEC 913) is also located on Key West. MOHAWK is our only sister-ship home-ported in Key West. Her missions are similar to ours.
Other military installations in the area include:

· Joint Interagency Task Force-South( JIATF South )
