What to Expect

THETIS is usually underway for two months and import for two months. Inport, our work day will depend on your rate and your rank. While our typical workday routine starts at 0645 with PT and ends at 1300, things can always change to meet operational needs. Most members stand duty while inport, as well. Your billet will designate what type of duty you stand and what your duty rotation will be. Generally inport duty will be divided into the following:

· E-5 and below: Gangway Petty Officer of the Watch and Engineering Security Watch Stander 

· E-6: JOOD or EOW 

· E-7 and above: OOD or EOW 

Underway your duties will depend on your rank, rate, and the division to which you are assigned. New Seamen will typically be in the Deck Department, standing watch as helmsmen and lookout. New Firemen may be assigned to Auxiliary or Main Prop divisions in the Engineering department. They will become security watchstanders, making rounds of the ship to check equipment and assist the Engineer of the Watch in the Engine Room. New Seamen and Firemen should also expect to spend one of your first few weeks as a messcook assisting the Food Service Specialists in preparing meals, cleaning the messdeck, and doing dishes in the scullery.
