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Inflatable Life Raft: Series 160.151 / .051

Inflatable Buoyant Apparatus: Series 160.010

Life Float: Series 160.027
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Buoyant Apparatus: Series 160.010
Rigid Liferaft: Series 160.018 /.118

A buoyant apparatus may be substituted for the otherwise required survival
craft on a vessel more than 36 feet in length with 3 or fewer persons on board
and which operates within 12 miles of the coastline.
