A.  VEHICLE TYPE AND BASIC INFORMATION  

The term “vehicle” in this section includes all forms of property associated with travel, such as automobiles, motorcycles, boats, motor homes, etc.  All vehicles require maintenance.  The basic information provided in this section is intended to encourage vehicle safety and dependability.  Since automobiles tend to be the primary form of transportation, this section provides some general guidance relating to car maintenance. 
B.  AUTO INSURANCE AND POLICIES
This section discusses various options for auto insurance.  Some of the coverage options are mandatory, depending on the mode of transportation and State requirements.  
C.  TITLES AND OTHER DOCUMENTATION

Documentation includes bills of sale, insurance policies, titles, registration, warranty information, and loan information.  While it is important to keep the car registration in your vehicle along with some proof of insurance, it is equally important that you do not keep your title in your vehicle.  Theft of your vehicle’s title may lead to the sale or transfer of your vehicle without your permission.

PART B – AUTO INSURANCE AND POLICIES
Bodily Injury Liability - This coverage, which is required in most states, compensates the driver and passengers of the other car in the event you get into an accident. It also covers the passengers in your car.  The main consideration here is to protect your assets against lawsuits that arise from auto accidents.  Bodily injury liability is sold in standard increments that designate both how much coverage you have per person in an accident, and how much coverage you have per accident.  For example, if you buy bodily injury worth $100,000/$300,000, each of the people you injured could be compensated up to $100,000, but only up to $300,000 total per accident.  You may be personally liable for any costs that exceed your policy limits. 
Property Damage Liability - This coverage will pay for the repair and replacement of the other person’s car or property in the event of an accident
Personal Injury Protection (PIP) - PIP coverage pays for the medical and funeral costs associated with an accident for you and your family — regardless of whose fault it was.  But if you already have separate health, life and disability policies, you can probably forgo this one altogether.  Be sure to first check those policies to see if they already cover these expenses. 
Uninsured or Underinsured Motorist - This coverage pays for medical and funeral costs for you and your family in the event you get in an accident with either a hit-and-run driver or a driver who doesn't have enough auto insurance. These policies usually cover bike and pedestrian accidents, too. Given the prevalence of uninsured drivers nationally, this coverage is essential. 
Collision and Comprehensive - Collision reimburses you for the full cost of repairs or replacement of your car after an accident. Comprehensive covers you in the event your car is damaged or destroyed due to a natural disaster, vandalism, or theft.  With either coverage, the lower the deductible you choose (i.e., the amount you are responsible for paying), the more the policy will cost you.

Umbrella Insurance - Umbrella insurance is designed to provide liability protection above and beyond the limits on homeowners, auto, and watercraft personal insurance policies. With an umbrella policy, depending on the insurance company, one can add an additional $1-$5 million in liability protection.
