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SUBJ: SUSPENSION OF CHOLESTEROL SCREENING BY WORK-LIFE HEALTH PROMOTION MANAGERS 
1.  A recent survey revealed inconsistencies with testing and quality control processes involving cholesterol screening performed by Work-Life Health Promotion Managers (HPM).  These discrepancies are in violation of QIIG 23 (Laboratory Policy and Procedure Manual) and Clinical Laboratory Improvement Amendment (CLIA) regulations.
2.  As a result, effective immediately, HPMs are no longer authorized to perform cholesterol testing.
3.  COMDT (CG-1111) and the Health, Safety, and Work-Life Service Center will be performing a Quality Improvement Study (QIS) to identify policy revision, and process changes, required to reinstate the HPM cholesterol testing program.
