Prerequisites/Course Info:
1. Be an active duty Chief, Senior Chief, or Master Chief Petty Officer (E7-E9)
2. Chief Petty Officers (E7s) must have 14 months TIG
3. Have outstanding performance documented in Direct Access.
4. Be an excellent representative of the U.S. Coast Guard and present a sharp, trim, and fit military appearance.
5. Be in compliance with Coast Guard and Navy weight and body fat standards.
6. Be fit for full duty and be able to participate in the Navy’s Fitness Program. Members should ensure they meet the Coast Guard’s Boat Crew Fitness Standards prior to applying.
7. Navy weight and fitness standards can be located at the following website: http://www.public.navy.mil/BUPERS-NPC/SUPPORT/21ST_CENTURY_SAILOR/PHYSICAL/Pages/default2.aspx  
8. Have one year of obligated service remaining upon graduation as outlined in the Performance, Training, and Education Manual. 
9. Chief Petty Officers are required to complete the online Senior Enlisted Joint Professional Military Education (SEJPME) Course I prior to the start of the distant learning phase. 
10. Senior and Master Chief Petty Officers are required to complete the SEJPME Course I and II  prior to the start of the distant learning phase.
11. Successful graduation from this academy satisfies the requirements for advancement eligibility to E-8. 
12. Members who have previously graduated from Chief Petty Officers Academy are eligible to apply. 
13. This course is sponsored by the Office of Leadership, COMDT (CG-12C).
