ENGL 009 or 011 must be completed with a grade of C
or better. English Composition I is a college level course in writing
designed to help students develop their ability to think, to organize, and
to express their ideas clearly and effectively.

Introduces fundamental concepts and skills for
effective public speaking including audience analysis, outlining, research,
delivery, critical listening and evaluation, and the use of visual
aids/technology.)

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operations on functions, solution methods for linear and nonlinear
equations, systems, and inequalities, and selected topics from analytic
geometry.

(General Psychology - Prerequisites: Successful completion of READ 009,
ENGL 009, and MATH 009, or recentered SAT Verbal score of (R)370 or greater
and SAT Math score of (R)330 or greater, or appropriate placement test
scores. Provides a general survey of the science of Psychology. It
includes the study of research methods, biological foundations, learning
processes, human development, personality and abnormal psychology. This
requirement may be filled with college credit by examination.)

Principles of Sociology (SOCL 151) [SO001A] 3.00

(Prerequisite: Successful completion of READ 009, or recentered SAT Verbal
score of (R)370 or greater, or appropriate placement test scores. Presents
students with generalized information about the various social processes
that function in society, various analytical tools, and techniques of
applying this information to everyday living. This requirement may be
filled with college credit by examination.)

This requirement may
be filled with college credit by examination or credit for military
training.)

Introduction to Traffic Control (LAWE 106) [CJ212A] 3.00

investigation, the identification and analysis of traffic problems, traffic
safety coordination, and the use of selective enforcement as a method of
traffic control.)

Administration of police line and support operations, including patrol as
basic operation of police function, investigation of delinquent and
criminal offenders, traffic control, intelligence and other special
operational units. Manpower distribution, analysis of operations,
enforcement policy, operations during civil disorders and disasters. The
role of the police officer in achieving and maintaining public support,
human relations, public information, relationship with violators and
complainants.)

Police Administration and Organization (LAWE 215) [CJ204A] 3.00

(Introduction to the basic principles of law enforcement administration and
organizational structure, their functions and activities, records,
communications, public relations, personnel and training, policy formation,
planning, research, inspection, and control. Principles of command and
supervision in personnel management of police organizations, evaluation and
promotion, discipline training, employee welfare, problem solving, and
leadership.)

Introduction to Forensic Science (LAWE 225) [CJ301A] 3.00

(Open only to Distance Education students enrolled in the LawEnforcement
Studies Option. This course is an overview of the following aspects and
theories of criminalistics as related to the crime scene and its
investigation. Included will be laboratory procedures and capabilities;
crime scene searching and sketching; photography; firearms and toolmark
identification; fingerprints; shoe and tire impressions; headlamp
examination; arson; microanalysis of trace evidence such as glass, hairs,
fibers, paint, and explosives; drugs and toxicological analysis; serology;
instrumentation; document examination; preservation of evidence; and the
importance of forensic science in the courtroom. The course will emphasize
the newest techniques and equipment available.)

Juvenile Delinquency (LAWE 250) [CJ112A] 3.00
(Overview of the types and causes of juvenile delinquency and youthful

offenders; emphasis on the role of police under state and federal laws and

court systems and on handling of delinquents, the prevention and

deterrence.)

Practicum in Law Enforcement (LAWE 275) 3.00
